
9.0 Bible – Old Testament Survey I (Creation to the death of King Solomon)
The goal of Old Testament Survey I is to enlighten students about the work and character of God, the fallen state of man, and God’s plan to use Christ in the redemption of man as revealed throughout the Old Testament.

The goal of Old Testament Survey II is to enlighten students to the work of God in the later history of Israel, explore the timeline of the Northern Kingdom, Southern Kingdom and the prophets as they relate to each other, and examine the prophesies of the Old Testament as they relate to the coming of Christ in the form of man.

But let all things be done properly and in an orderly manner. (NASB I Cor. 41:40)

Objective

When given a list of Old Testament categories and a set of books from the Old Testament, each student places each book into the correct category and gives the definition of each category with 85% accuracy.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize I Corinthians 41:40 and write a short paragraph about what things in a person’s life should be done in an orderly manner.

2. Facilitate a discussion among the students about books of the Old Testament that may seem to be out of order when compared to the categories of the Old Testament and about books from the same author that are categorized differently.

3. Have students read a short description of each of the Old Testament books and place them into a category. When reviewing the work, discuss why students may have placed some books into incorrect categories.

4. Have students create a timeline and place the Old Testament books in chronological order according to when the events of the books occurred.

5. Have students write out all of the Old Testament books and place them into appropriate categories.

6. Pass out Bingo cards marked with the different Old Testament categories. Have students mark off the appropriate category as the teacher announces random books from the Old Testament.

In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. (NASB Gen. 1:1)

Objective

When given a table that lists the seven days of creation, students will place God’s creations into the appropriate day of creation with 85% accuracy.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize Genesis 1:1 and write a short paragraph about the difference between man's power and God's power.

2. Have students discuss other beliefs about creation, including evolution. Through the discussion, direct students to an understanding of why each of the other beliefs is faulty and why evolution, even though presented as scientific fact, needs faith to be believed.

3. Have students read the creation account found in Genesis.

4. Have students create a drawing depicting the creations that were made on each of the first six days of creation.

5. Have students create a tie-dyed t-shirt. Let them use multiple dye colors as they wish. Make a few applications: 1) Each t-shirt is unique and completely different from all the others just as God created each man and woman, and 2) God endowed man with the same creative ability he used to create the universe just as he endowed man with all his other good virtues. 

6. Have the students view an animation on the internet about the seven days of creation with their parents. Discuss what students watched and learned.

When the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it  was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was desirable to make one wise, she took from its fruit and ate; and she gave also to her husband with her, and he ate. (NASB Gen. 3:6) 

Objective

In essay form, students will recount the events of the fall of man and discuss the role of pride and reasons for shame that Adam and Eve felt when they erred.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize Genesis 3:6 and summarize in their own words the reasons why Adam and Eve ate the fruit. 

2. Facilitate a discussion among the students exploring the root cause they sometimes act wrongly or do unkind things to their family members.

3. Take a cup of water in a clear glass and add one drop of food coloring. Discuss how one drop of coloring affected the entire glass of water. Compare with James 2:10.

4. Have students go to an online Bible source and search the word sin. Have students write a short summary of ten of the occurrences found. Discuss in class.

5. Have students list three times when they have blamed someone else for their mistake or been blamed for others’ mistakes. Then discuss how Adam blamed Eve for his sin and Eve blamed Satan for her sin.

[T]herefore the LORD God sent him out from the garden of Eden, to cultivate the ground from which he was taken. (NASB Gen. 3:23)

Objective

When given a table which includes Satan, Man, Woman, and All Men (universal), students will write the consequences each group must suffer because of the entrance of sin into the world with 85% accuracy.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize Genesis 3:23 and write a short paragraph about specific times that they have experienced the consequences of the fall of man. (sweat of the brow, etc.)

2. Have students write a short essay comparing the disobedience of Adam and Eve and their consequences with a time when the student disobeyed their parents and the consequences they had to suffer.

3. Divide the class into groups. Give each group an empty chicken egg and scotch tape. Break the egg into parts and ask the students to tape the egg back together. Discuss the difficulty of making the egg whole again.

4. Have students write about a funeral they have attended. In class discuss the two types of death: spiritual and physical.

5. Have students go to an online Bible source and search the topic “consequences of sin.” Discuss students’ findings in class.

For as through the one man's disobedience the many were made sinners, even so through the obedience of the One the many will be made righteous. (NASB Rom. 5:19)

Objective

In essay form the student will write a clear presentation of the plan of salvation including all essential parts.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize Romans 5:19 and write a short paragraph about their personal salvation experience.

2. Have the teacher relate to the students his personal salvation testimony or bring in another individual and have him relate his personal salvation testimony.

3. Have two students at a time stand in the front of the room. Allow each student to give the plan of salvation to the other. Discuss the plan of salvation and how difficult it can sometimes be to witness to others.
4. Have an attorney come into the class and discuss Judicial Law as it applies to guilty verdicts, sentencing, pardons, and the finality of judgments. Make the comparison to man’s sinful guilt, his sentence of death and the permanent pardon offered freely by God.
5. Facilitate a discussion among the students about why God chose the way of the cross as the method for salvation.
6. Have students create a tract which clearly outlines the steps for salvation and includes Biblical references for each step.
7. Have students attend a play which explores the work of Christ and the fulfillment of the plan of salvation.

Then he believed the LORD; and He reckoned it to him as righteousness. (NASB Gen. 15:6)

Objective

When given a chronological timeline and an essay, students will place the events in Abraham’s life in correct order with 90% accuracy and accurately describe the role of faith in Abraham’s life and in the life of a person who has accepted Christ as his savior.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have the students memorize Genesis 15:6 and write a short paragraph about the role of faith in the life of Abraham.

2. Have each student write out the word COVENANT in an acrostic on sheet of paper. For each letter of the acrostic, have the students write one thing that they will do in the coming week. At the end of the week find out how many of the intentions were actually kept. Compare this to the immutability of God and His ability to keep His promise to Abraham. 

3. Facilitate a discussion among the students about why God asked Abraham to sacrifice his own son.

4. Have students plot a timeline of God’s promise to Abraham. Mark the beginning of the promise and all parts of the promise. Throughout the life of Abraham and the history of Israel, mark the points at which God fulfilled His promise. 

5. Have students read the accounts of Abraham leaving his home land and Abraham in Egypt. Compare the faith and faithlessness of Abraham.

Spiritual Principle

And as for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good in order to bring about this present result, to preserve many people alive. (NASB Gen. 50:6)

Objective

When given a case study of a fictional person whose life has seemed to progress badly, students will compare the fictional person’s life to the life of Joseph and produce possible outcomes and reasons why God may have directed the fictional person down a problematic path.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have the students memorize Genesis 50:6 and write a short paragraph about the troubles that Joseph had to experience before becoming second in charge over all of Egypt.

2. Have students compare Isaiah 55: 8-9 with the sovereignty of God as displayed in the life of Joseph. Facilitate a discussion contrasting the sovereignty of God and the limited knowledge of man.

3. Have students go to the internet and put together a difficult online jigsaw puzzle about Joseph. Compare the difficulty of putting the puzzle together and the difficulty Joseph must have experienced throughout his life.

4. Have students write a short essay about a time in their life that was difficult and everyone seemed to be against them. Compare to the life of Joseph.

5. Have students look up a commentary on the life of Joseph to gain another perspective on the trials of Joseph. 

6. Have students perform a short skit about the life of Joseph.

“Then all the wicked and worthless men among those who went with David said, ‘Because they did not go with us, we will not give them any of the spoil that we have recovered, except to every man his wife and his children, that they may lead them away and depart.’ Then David said, ‘You must not do so, my brothers, with what the LORD has given us, who has kept us and delivered into our hand the band that came against us. And who will listen to you in this matter? For as his share is who goes down to the battle, so shall his share be who stays by the baggage; they shall share alike.’” (I Samuel 30:22-24, NASB)

“Then David said, ‘Is there yet anyone left of the house of Saul, that I may show him kindness for Jonathan’s sake?’” (II Samuel 9:1, NASB)

Objective

In essay form, students will critically examine one of the godlike characteristics of King David and discuss the times in King David’s life when he plainly exhibited that characteristic with 90% inclusion of the lesson material. 

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize I Samuel 30:22-24 and II Samuel 9:1 and write a short paragraph discussing how King David displayed godlike character through these two events.

2. Facilitate a discussion among the students about the successes and failures of King David and why God still used King David regardless of his many shortcomings.

3. Have students create a chart of the good and bad points of King David. Fill in the chart as the various portions of David’s life are taught.

4. Have students read A Tale of Three Kings, by Gene Edwards; a short story about a few highlights of King David’s life. Have students write a report about the book. 

5. Have students perform a keyword search for the word “David”. Have students find five separate occasions where King David is mentioned and write a short synopsis why or in what context King David was written. Then discuss the fulfillment of the Davidic Covenant in Christ.

6. Have students reenact portions of King David’s life.

7. Bring in a shepherd staff. Discuss the duties of an Old Testament shepherd, the dangers David faced as a shepherd boy, and the implications of Christ as the Great Shepherd.

Objective

When given a test, students will recount the improvements King Solomon made to the land of Israel after the death of his father King David with 90% accuracy.

Suggested Activities and Experiences

1. Have students memorize I Kings 3:10-12 and write a short paragraph about the benefits of seeking out wisdom.

2. Facilitate a discussion among the students about King Solomon’s use of his wisdom throughout his life. Discuss the difference between having wisdom and applying that wisdom.

3. Play a few rounds of Twenty Questions. Afterward, discuss a number of the ways King Solomon’s wisdom was displayed throughout his kingship.

4. Have students draw a full-color representation of the Temple of King Solomon or build a scale model of the Temple of King Solomon. Discuss the cost in modern terms of building such a magnificent temple.

5. Have students perform a search for Biblical references to King Solomon and his love for women. Have students write a short essay about the sins that these foreign women caused King Solomon to fall into. 

6. Direct students to other Old Testament figures which had more than one wife. Discuss the problems that polygamy brought into the people’s lives. Discuss the problems that can occur in families’ lives when parents marry multiple times and have children with more than one person.

7. Have students perform a topical search for the names of Satan in the Bible. Have students list five different names located in the Bible and what each name describes about the character of Satan.
